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Call for application

for students of III. Pannonhalma Campus
1. What is Pannonhalma Campus?
III. Pannonhalma Campus (PC) will be held between 10.07.2017-16.07.2017 and 17.07.2017-23.07.2017 through the cooperation of Pannonhalma Local Government, the Benedictine Pannonhalma Archabbey and Széchenyi István University. The first week of the event will be held in Hungarian and the second week will be held in English.
PC is an experiment aiming at establishing an innovative, open, flexible, unique intellectual workshop, a constructive and cooperative intellectual „force field” based on the principle of interdisciplinarity. 

What do the attributes mean in the definition above? 

Innovative
An approach responsive to the world’s changes, reacting on them in real time, generating novel results in scientific and practical sense as well on new or already existing problems. 

Open 
A panel, debate and presentation platform free of intellectual routines, ideologies, stereotypes, that is able to adopt different or opposing ideologies. 
Flexible
An approach watching changes continuously, examining them from the aspect of their integrability into the existing thinking structure, and based on the result, able and willing to change the structure (it is able to evolve quickly).  
Unique
Unique, because it is not limited by the ordinary (and by the way necessary) institutional frames, it is a contextual thinking system, ensuring broad and free space for the human creative desire, and operates by supporting and accepting the similar existing but isolated workshops, ensuring communication platforms among them.  This is actually a situation without any successful or viable prototype. 
Based on the principle of interdisciplinarity
It is an inspiring, fruitful medium that integrates the knowledge and way of thinking of different scientific fields, creates passage-ways among them and “translates” the practical results to the representatives of other scientific fields.
Constructive
A living, moving, affecting entity, a quasi intellectual force vector with direction and magnitude that inspires to try, to apply and to develop scientific results in practice and that has a real impact.
What kind of methods and tools will PC use to reach the objectives described in the definition?  

At first, PC will organize and implement periodic workshops with stipulated thematic. These events, depending on the program, are built around the preparation of a well-defined problem’s solution alternatives with the participation of university teachers, students, practicing experts, researchers, scientists and artists. The solutions should meet the principles listed in the PC definition. Workshops are accompanied by presentations, exhibitions, performing art events dealing with scientific, art and public issues. 

We hope that these events with their special, novel and unique tone will raise the interest of not only the Hungarian universities, but wider, European university public life as well.
Our aim is that the participating students from different universities representing different scientific fields will provide a complex solution proposal on the problem raised by the topic of the event, using the knowledge gained in their own professional field. In parallel students get acquainted with the knowledge of related scientific fields, with the interdisciplinary cooperation’s challenges and with its potentials as well. 

The topic of III. Pannonhalma Campus is the rehabilitation of Gesztenyés Horog (Chestnut Gully) 

The 1000 years old Benedictine monastery located at the meeting of Bakony and Kisalföld on the hill called Saint Hill of Pannonia earlier (Mons Sacer Pannoniae), played key role in spreading Christianity in Central Europe and in propagating classic education, is as old as the Hungarian Statehood. 

The Pannonhalma Archabbey and its natural environment as a significant spiritual, cultural and educational centre were officially declared as a World Heritage site in 1996.

For centuries, the Abby remained practically inaccessible by any route other than Gesztenyés Horog, a gully sculpted by water coursing downhill at its bottom as much as by the long term and frequent treading by human feet.

The “Chestnut Gully” was originally named after the grove of sweet chestnut trees thriving along its upper section. In literature, it has often been referred to as the “Deep Gully.” In the local vernacular it is named the “Donkey Trail,” for having served, until 1869, as the passageway whereby water was transported to the Abbey by donkey- and buffalo-drawn carts.

Having witnessed the ups and downs of the Abbey’s fate for over a thousand years, the Gully has earned a highly esteemed place in the history of the monastery as well as that of the settlement itself. As the final section of the highway connecting the city of Győr to Pannonhalma, it has always fulfilled the double role of being both a local road and an intercity thoroughfare. It used to be the route of choice for abbots as they set out for their not infrequent neighbourhood visits and journeys to faraway lands. It steered to the Abbey dignitaries from all walks of life, Hungarian and foreign, including the kings and princes of the founding Árpád Dynasty, who numbered several canonized saints among them. The dust of the well-trodden path could hardly settle before it would be raised by another host of pilgrims; its mud hardly ever had the time to set before it was once again kneaded and churned by soldiers’ boots and horse shoes. The incline was mounted by servants, employees, serfs, and the rest of the village folk too many times during a lifetime to count.

The Gully retained its significance up until 1831, when it was declared “strenuous of access” and re-placed by the so-called New Road that is still in use today, while Gesztenyés Horog fell into oblivion. 
Pannonhalma Local Government and the Benedictine Pannonhalma Archabbey decided to rebuild the historical route located on World Heritage Site, bounded by nature reserve.  
In the frame of III. Pannonhalma Campus, international student teams (7 members per team) will prepare proposals for the final development concept with the help of mentoring experts, along the conditions below:

· Gesztenyés Horog connects the profane city centre with the living and operating sacred area, the abbey, which is still home of Benedictine monks. After the renewal, Gesztenyés Horog will be the main pedestrian road between the city and the abbey. The primary expectation regarding the concept composed by the students is that the visitors who reach the monastery through this road have to get proper spiritual and/or historical and/or cultural preparation in order to adopt the spirit of the abbey

· To achieve this goal:

· a guideline has to be defined in the proposals, to which the proposal’s elements are related  

· the proposals have to contain  unique symbols according with the guideline(artworks, installations, audiovisual elements), their possible location, content, design, use of materials

· and the definition of accompanying cultural/economic functions that possibly can be developed

· Using unique, modern architectural and technological solutions that fit to the quality of the developments earlier implemented in the World Heritage Site.  

· Protection of the natural environment surrounding the route, and retaining the track of the route.  

· The aim is multidisciplinary teamwork of different students and mentors involving the following fields:  architecture, urbanism, engineering, fine arts, cinematography, philosophy, theology, economics, marketing and communication.

It is required to develop scientific quality and feasible proposals that will be published in the event’s brochure.

4. Conditions for application

Pannonhalma Local Government, the Benedictine Pannonhalma Archabbey and Széchenyi István University call for application of participating students at III. Pannonhalma Campus, being held between 10.07.2017 -16.07.2017 and between 17.07.2017 – 23.07.2017.
We call the applicants’ attention that concerning the international teams the working language of event’s second week (17-23. July) is English! 

Who can apply?
Students born after 01.01.1990, who have students’ status at any European institution of higher education, and who obtain education mainly in the following fields: Architecture, urbanism, engineering, fine arts, cinematography, philosophy, theology, economics, marketing and communication
Conditions for application
You can apply with filling and sending the Application form (I. Annex of this Call). Please fill in the form completely, because there is no possibility for further completion of documents.  
The teacher’s commendation is requested to be filled and it must be signed by the teacher. 

Participation fee of III. Pannonhalma Campus is 30.000 HUF, which includes the total cost of accommodation (http://szentjakabhaz.hu/cikk/a-vendeghaz.html), catering, presentations and cultural programmes.
The organizer, Foundation for the Development of Pannonhalma and its Area proposes grants from the offerings provided by the sponsors of the event, covering 50% or 100% of the participation fee. The grant can be claimed on the application form. 

Condition of a valid application is that the selected students have to pay 15.000 HUF deposit by 30.06.2017. This amount will be deducted from the participation fee, and in case of 100% grant, the amount will be paid back on the first day of the event.

By submitting the application form, applicants accept legal statements defined in the 5th paragraph of this Call. 

Selection of participants
Participants and granted participants will be selected by the advisory board of the Foundation for the Development of Pannonhalma and its Area, based on the available financial resources and based on the recommendations of the independent external evaluators. Evaluators will prepare their recommendations based on the professional content of the following parts of the application form:
· Results achieved in academic competitions 
· Introduction of participation in similar events 
· Community and voluntary activities of the applicant 
· Motivation letter
· Teacher’s commendation
Applicants will be ranked based on the average of the scores given by two evaluators. Once the total grant frame is consumed, only applicants, who bore the total participation fee on the application form, can be selected. 
The advisory board of the foundation informs the applicants about the results by 15.06.2017. via e-mail given on the AF. The announcer of the call excludes the possibility of legal remedies against the decision.
Administrative information
We are looking forward to your application by sending the filled application form (1st Annex of this Call) by 31.05.2017. to campus@pannonhalma.hu, where you can ask for more information. 

We provide a certification of participation for the participants of the event.

2. Legal statements
Participants of Pannonhalma Campus take part in the event entirely at their own risk. Participants can use equipments, devices, facilities found in the premise only at their own risk. Participation on the programs and activities of Pannonhalma Campus is NOT obligatory, and none of the participants can be obliged to do so. 

Participants of Pannonhalma Campus give their agreement that the official photographer(s) of the event can take photos and videos of them and notes that the photos and videos approved by the organizers will be published in national and foreign press and media and in the communication materials of Pannonhalma Campus.  

Participants, who show up on the photos can be named only with the participant’s permission.

It is forbidden to bring prohibited materials and devices into the area of the event, especially drugs, pyrotechnic devices, glassware, sharp objects, object containing explosive, toxic or flammable material, or any other kind of object or device which may, in any way, endanger another person’s life or physical security.
The participant is obliged to inform organizers about his/her acute, permanent or temporary illness or allergy, and has to submit a medication guide concerning the illness in printed format at the registration.
Persons having fever, infectious disease or injured/open wound, and persons being on drugs or other intoxicants mustn’t enter the area of the event, and mustn’t stay there.

In case of an accident with personal injury the organizers, and in case of serious injury the ambulance has to be called and notified immediately. The person providing first aid is responsible for caring about the injured person and for taking further and necessary steps (eg. call ambulance) to the best of his/her abilities. 

Participants of the event can bring their goods in the area of the event at their own risk; organizers take responsibility for goods only in case they took them over for storage in a documented way. 
In case the participant breaks the rules defined in this Call, after discretion of the circumstances, organizers can decide whether the concerned person will be a) admonished or b) excluded from the event and ask him/her to leave.
The excluded person cannot make financial or moral claim towards the organizers.

The participant ensures not exclusive, unrestricted right of use of his/her intellectual products produced in the frame of Pannonhalma Campus for the Local Government of Pannonhalma for free of charge.
